Narrabri is on the North West Slopes NSW on the Namoi River. 521 kõs 

Northwest of  Sydney, at the junction of  Kamilaroi and Newell Highways. 

Population is 5903. Narrabrii was the home of  the Gamilaroi people. Narrabri 

Derives its name from an early property in the district called the Narrabry 

Run. The name Narrabri is aboriginal in origin and has serveral possible 

Meanings which include õ snake place, big creek or Forked Sticksõ 

Nearby attractions are Mount Kaputar National Park, the Australia Telescope 

And just south of  the town is the Pilliga Forest.   



Format; The format for the Rally will be similar to previous rallies, however with 

the facilities not availabletp cater for the expected entry numbers at a realistic cost, 

we have had to look at alternatives.

Rally Activities. 

Friday: From 10-00am to 4-00pmñ registration at Narrabri Information Centre 

with a welcome cuppa supplied. There is an option of  a fish meal at the RSL or 

make your choice at other town venues. The CHMC AGM will be held at 7-30pm 

at the RSL. 

Saturday: Assemble at 9-00am for a car display behind the Information Centre. 

This display will encompass the Concours DõElegance and Mal Mason Judging. 

The display is a short walking distance from the town centre  and will allow those 

inclined to shop or have coffee if  desired. After lunch entrants will be free to 

choose their afternoon activity at their leisure. 

Please note that the display venue is within close proximity to KFC, McDonalds 

Subway, the bakery and other food outlets if  you wish to make use of  that option 

for lunch, 

Dinner from 7-30pm will be at the RSL. There will be no music so people can talk, 

but light entertainment will be provided. 

Saturday Afternoon tour options to include 

1. Santos Gas Field Coach Tour: Number are limited and are available on a first 

served basis, cost $8 each. Allow approx. 3 hours. 

2. Self  drive to the fish farm for a tour. Can cater for approx. 40  vehicles. Cost 

$8 per head. Please note this is approx. 20km from Narrabri and has approx. 

5km of  heritage road. Allow approx. 3 hours. 

3. Self  drive to Mt Kaputar National Park, approx. 50km east of  Narrabri. This 

again contains heritage road and is not recommended for two wheel braked 

vehicles. An excellent trip to be done with caution. Allow 4 hours. 

4. Self  drive to the CSIRO Telescope approx. 22Km and Yarrie Lake a further  

Km, with only a short section of  heritage road at Yarrie Lake .2 hours. 

5. Visit the Old Gaol Museum in the town precinct. Allow at least 1 hour.                                                       

  



6. Self  drive to Sawn Rocks about 33 Km on a sealed road, with an easy walk to 

the Rocks. Allow 2.5 to 3 hours. Parking is limited to about 20 car at any one 

time. 

Sunday.: Ecumenical Church Service at 8-30am. 

9-30 am Assemble behind the Information Centre For a cuppa before departing 

for Wee Waa where lunch will be served before the return trip to Narrabri. 

Assemble at 5-00pm at the RSL for a light meal and presentation of  awards. This 

will allow those who desire and early night the opportunity to do so, however, you 

are welcome to linger longer if  you wish. 

Monday:  7-30am farewell Breakfast to see you on your way if  you have to leave 

Monday.
